· They bilateral symmetry 

·   They  are triboblastic  and contain a body cavity, which is a hemocoel  this structure  accommodates their internal organs  and through which their blood circulates

·  They are segmented; they have two segments

 They are protostome 
·  It  pours its  digestive juices on its prey, The y have chelicerae  for the mouth 
·  They have a nervous system, circulatory and excretory system.
· Their excretory system includes Coral glands and Malphangal tubes. 
·  They have an open circulatory system which is reduced. The heart is found as part of the abdomen.  The organs are built in segments. 

· Their nervous system resembles a ladder with paired ventral nerve cords   through all segments and formed paired ganglia in all segments. 

·  Their heads are fused together by a number of segments and their brain is the combination of the ganglia of the segments and the esophagus. 

· The respiratory systems and excretory systems vary on the environment and subphylum they belong to. 

·  It goes through a metamorphosis in the larva stage, many arthropods such as certain crustacean go through many transformations which is gradual metamorphosis . 
·  Examples are crustaceans, scorpions, crabs, lobsters, spiders
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
